




To Do and Not to Do at a Settlement Conference

1. Know your settlement Judge

2. Know the strengths and weaknesses of your case

3. Manage your client's expectations and do not create

unreasonable expectations

4. Educate your client as to the settlement conference process

5. Have a basis for any position you take at the settlement conference

6. Prepare the settlement conference memo

7. Prepare for the settlement conference as if you are going to trial

8. Have an accurate assessment of damages and be prepared to

explain how you arrived at the amount

9. Determine who is going to be present at the settlement conference

i.e.: make sure someone is present who has settlement authority

10. Have a back-up position, for example: stipulations, if you do not

settle

11. Be respectful of everyone in the room, even if they are not.
